Reminisce: To recollect and tell of past experiences
or events

“Seeing the need of a Baptist Church in Shalimar,
the Cinco Baptist Church in the church year
1959-1960 elected a Mission Committee to search
the possibilities of establishing a church. Since a
census had been made earlier, the Mission
Committee sought a suitable place to meet to
worship the Lord. Permission was granted making
Choctawhatchee High School (now Meigs Middle
School) available for worship services and Sunday
School. The band practice room was used as the
main assembly room with various adjoining rooms
utilized as needed.

“With a staff of teachers from Cinco Baptist Church,
anumber of promises to attend from Baptists and
othersliving in the area, and under the leadership

of the Lord the first Sunday School session was
held on August 7, 1960. It was pronounced a
success. In weeksto follow this was shown to be
true. A need for preaching was felt by those in
leadership positions. Under the leadership of the
Holy Spirit Rev. H. Talmadge Smith, pastor of
Cinco Baptist Church, preached the first message

for what was then known as Shalimar Baptist
Chapel.”

Fifty years of Bible study! This August 7" will
mark the 50" anniversary of the first Bible study
that would eventually become Shalimar Baptist
Church. And, we want to celebrate! On August 8",
we will recognize this milestone with a special
service and time to both look back and look forward.
There have been many accomplishments during
those years and many people that have passed
through this church and are now living and serving
in different places around the world.

There's one thing you have to say about
David: he wasn't ashamed to worship God!
When he brought back the Ark of the Covenant
to Jerusalem, he was so joyful that he shed
his kingly robes and danced all the way down
Main Street! Everyone in the nation could see
David praising God with all of his might! His
public display of exuberance so embarrassed
his wife (who thought a king should show
more dignity), she mocked him for revealing
his emotions so openly.

But David knew he was king only
because God had made him so. He was under
no delusions of his own importance. He
understood that, compared to the King of the
universe, he was small potatoes! David loved
God so much, and he expressed this love by the
way he praised him.

Do you ever find it embarrassing to
worship? Do you feel awkward singing in
church? Are you afraid to pray publicly? Do you
dread being asked to share your salvation
experience with a group of people? Are you
embarrassed for others to see how deeply you
